2007-08 Statewide CARD Constituent Survey Summary

As part of CARD’s annual objectives and continued efforts to serve transition-age and adult constituents, a survey was developed to gather information about the experiences and needs of constituents across the autism spectrum.  Approximately 200 families participated in this on-line survey.  Eighty-six percent of survey participants indicated they are the parent or guardian of a constituent. The survey questions covered several domains including: housing, social skills, school transition, and community involvement. Many survey items allowed participants to choose multiple responses resulting in many percent response totals that exceed one hundred percent. In addition, not every participant answered each question, so the number of respondents varies from one question to the next.
